I love that I can work from home, be there for my children and have a 
creative outlet.

My favorite style is clean & simple with lots of white space and pops 
of color. It doesn’t matter whether the products I am working with are 
cute, classy, elegant, shabby, I still gravitate towards a clean and simple 
composition on my cards. Occasionally I’ll create something soft & subtle 
or with lots of layers for a change of pace, but my most comfortable style is 
minimal.
